Dear Friends, 
 
Wow! We are approaching the end of the summer and already buying school supplies. In  
the church calendar, the summer months are usually known as “ordinary time.” During this 
time, we see the beautiful green banners in the front of the church and our pastors wear their 
robes with green stoles. We get to try out new things, and at Springdale the entire congregation 
worships together at one worship service. I love this worship season, even though there are 
no major religious holidays. My only problem is that word “ordinary.” Why is it called 
“ordinary time?”  It seems to me that worship should never be ordinary, no matter what  
the time of year. Given that the color for this season is green, and that this is the time of year 
when plants blossom and then bear fruit, it has been suggested that its “churchy” name be 
changed from “ordinary time” to “the growing season.” Doesn’t that sound more exciting? 
 
What makes us grow? Oddly enough, some of the biggest opportunities for growth are the 
mistakes we make. When we do something we wish we had not done there are different ways 
in which we can respond. We may beat ourselves up for it, punishing ourselves with guilt.  
Or, we can get defensive and refuse to admit that we have erred. But, the good news of the 
gospel is that we all have forgiveness through Jesus Christ. Because we have been forgiven 
we can forgive ourselves and others. Of course, when we try to emulate Jesus’ forgiveness,  
we may find it difficult. It is often a process and can take a while to unfold. But, in asking for 
and experiencing forgiveness, blunders can become the soil of new growth and abundant 
blessing. 
 
I hope that as we go through the rest of this “growing season” together we can be kind to  
ourselves and others. I hope that any mistakes we make in life can become rich soil in which 
deeper roots can take shape.

     “I’ve lived a lot of years, but you young people are the generation I’ve been waiting for,” said Dr. Tony 
Campolo, addressing the recent Presbyterian Youth Triennium at Purdue. Campolo was one of several 
special speakers who preached during daily worship services at the conference. Campolo, 75 - an American 
Baptist - said that he greatly admires the PC(USA) for our willingness to take a stand on tough issues. As 
an example he named the Israeli/Palestinian conflict addressed at our General Assembly in July. His 
remarks tied in with the week’s study of Queen Esther taking a difficult stand and risking all manner of 
trouble. Campolo said that it’s good for a church to be willing to risk losing members if that’s what it 
takes to stand firm on issues of injustice. His compliments made me feel proud that our church is doing 
God’s work. 
     My mom and I went to Triennium to volunteer – she as a small group leader and I as an office  
volunteer.  I wasn’t part of a small group, but I was able to attend the worship services and other activities. 
I made several visits to the exhibit hall, which featured booths set up by Presbyterian organizations, a 
“Global Marketplace,” and a Presbyterian bookstore. I was also able to visit the Spirituality Center, 
which happened to be set up by Carl Horton. The Center utilized reflective activities with art, music  
listening, a labyrinth etc. to help the participant see God and God’s truths with new eyes. On the wall 
there was a slideshow of pictures from Springdale! It was very cool – I hope we can think about setting 
up a quiet place like this at our church. 
     This year’s Triennium theme was “For Such a Time as This.” This is a reference to the book of Esther: 
Esther’s cousin Mordecai tells her that it is her duty to save her people, and that God made her queen 
“for such a time as this.” Throughout the week, all the activities focused on exploring God’s call for each 
person, and the concept that God has placed us in this world to help the world when it needs it most. 
     The worship services were pretty awesome. They had a teenage drama team that acted out each day’s 
passage from Esther, and led the congregation in exploring each passage’s meaning. Youth served as 
 liturgists and just about every role involved in leading worship. The youth leaders on stage were all  
uninhibited and fun, but also very passionate about their faith. The worship music was led by The Great 
Romance, who really helped make Christianity exciting and relevant to many of the 5000 youth at  
Triennium. It was wonderful to be surrounded by such enthusiasm for God!

We prepared decorations, etc. for a Purim Festival (celebrating the deliver-
ance of the Jews from Esther’s arch nemesis Haman) on the last evening. Some of us thought it was 
pretty lame to parade around the campus square with our little decorations and noisemakers, but it  
actually turned out to be fun, and to make Esther’s whole experience seem more real. 
     I thoroughly enjoyed the worship services, too, and kept wishing that we had a group attending from 
Springdale.
